Providing Women with Enterprise Resources (PoWER) is a comprehensive 10-session training program emphasizing computer and information technology.  PoWer will be offered to South Asian women who are victimized by domestic violence in Los Angeles and Orange counties, California. These women are in relationships or leaving relationships that are physically, emotionally or sexually abusive. They face daunting barriers posed by cultural norms, language, economic and immigration status.  PoWER will provide basic skills to foster self-sufficiency and improve the educational and economic outlook for these women. Currently, there is no existing technology training program for South Asian women in Los Angeles or Orange counties. These barriers make it difficult for the victim to educate herself, develop life skills, and gain employment to lead an independent/stable life.

SAHARA clients have voiced a need for life skills and empowerment training. PoWER will provide this underserved, special needs population with the marketable skill of computer literacy and remove barriers to the financial and professional success of these women. PoWER will increase secure employment options as well as economic self-sufficiency. PoWER will also provide the requisite skills for these women to pursue entrepreneurial ventures as well as establish a foundation for further education.  

The geographic area SAHARA serves includes all eight counties of Southern California, comprising more than 200,000 residents of South Asian heritage, comprising Asian Indians, Pakistanis, Bangladeshis, Nepalese, and Bhutanese. According to census statistics, in the last decade, the South Asian population in the United States has grown by approximately 106%, with over 10% of the population now residing in the greater Los Angeles area, the country’s second largest South Asian community.
