MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

Parties.

Purpose.
The purpose of this MOA is to establish the terms and conditions under which core management of the   [assisting agency]   may, pursuant to ED, DOJ, HHS

CFDA #84.184L (2007), provide support and assistance to SHSC in implementing the grant funded project, Student Health & Safety.

Term of MOA.
This MOA is effective upon the day and date last signed and executed by the duly authorized representatives of the parties to this MOA and the governing bodies of the parties’ respective counties or municipalities and shall remain in full force and effect for not longer than four years.  This MOA may be terminated, without cause, by either party upon 30 days written notice, which notice shall be delivered by hand or by certified mail to the address listed above.

Responsibilities of SHSC.   SHSC will engage multiple and diverse sectors of the community, including parents and students, to continuously involve them in the design, implementation, and continuous improvement of Student Health & Safety. Each member school of SHSC will:

· Actively participate in the project.

· Provide administrative and fiscal management of this grant.

· Coordinate activities as set forth in this proposal including collection of data and evaluation.

· Collaborate with all project partners in policy study and school assessment as outlined in this proposal.

· Insure delivery of proposed services to early childhood programs as outlined in this proposal.

· Coordinate training for school staff and community partners as outlined in this proposal.

· Provide data related to the Government Performance and Results Act Performance Indicators established by Federal government. 

SHSC will be responsible for the cost of wages, salaries, benefits of its project related staff. SHSC will implement activities to further Student Health & Safety objectives in the following areas:

A. Safe School Environments and Violence Prevention Activities. 

B. Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drug Prevention Activities. 

C. Student Behavioral, Social, and Emotional Supports. 

D. Mental Health Services. 

E. Early Childhood Social and Emotional Learning Programs

5.
Responsibilities of Public Mental Health.  [Assisting agency] will commit to and support the implementation of Student Health & Safety. Further, it will provide a core management team of senior representatives to support the Student Health & Safety project director in the day-to-day management of the project to ensure project goals are met. [Assisting agency] will implement activities to further Student Health & Safety objectives as follows:

· Active participation in the Student Health & Safety project.

· Provide comprehensive mental health service in conjunction with associated/contracted agencies at school sites including work with designated early childhood programs.

· Provide screening programs to detect depression and other mental health disorders.

· Collaborate with County Social Services and other family advocates developing a referral system and a network of programs that respond to family’s needs (includes, but is not limited to social services, mental and physical health assessment, and mental health services).

· Provide data necessary for evaluation of this proposal to the local evaluator(s).

· Provide data related to the Government Performance and Results Act Performance Indicators established by Federal government.

General Provisions


A.
Amendments.
 Either party may request changes to this MOA.  Any changes, modifications, revisions or amendments to this MOA which are mutually agreed upon by and between the parties to this MOA shall be incorporated by written instrument, and effective when executed and signed by all parties to this MOA.



B.
Applicable Law. The construction, interpretation and enforcement of this MOA shall be governed by the laws of the State of North Carolina.  The courts of the State of North Carolina shall have jurisdiction over any action arising out of this MOA and over the parties.



D.
Entirety of Agreement. This MOA, consisting of four (4) pages, represents the entire and integrated agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations and agreements, whether written or oral
